TO CHARGE THE PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST OF CERTAIN ADVANCES 
MADE TO THE GOVERNMENT OF CYPRUS JIY WAY OF LOAN FOR THE 
CONSTRUCTION OF CERTAIN PUBLIC WORKS UPON THE GENERAL 
REVENUE OF THE ISLAND, AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE MAINTENANCE 
OF SUCH PUBLIC W O R K S .

WHEREAS by the Colonial Loans Act, 1899, the advance by 
way of loan to the Government of Cyprus was authorized 

of a sum not exceeding the amount specified in the Schedule 
to the said Act for the purpose of constructing Irrigation Works 
and a Harbour and Railway; and whereas it was enacted by the said 
Act that an advance should not be made in pursuance thereof until 
the legislative authority of the Colony or place to the Government 
of which the advance is to be made has made such provision for 
the security of the loan as is therein specified; and whereas it is 
expedient to provide for the proper working and maintenance of 
such Irrigation Works and of such Harbour and Railway, and for 
securing any further or other amount to be advanced by way of 
loan to the Government of Cyprus under the said Act or otherwise 
by the Treasury. 

Be it therefore enacted : — 
1. This Law may be cited as the Security for Advances and 

Public Works Law,1900. 

2. I t shall be lawful for the Government from time to time to 
borrow from, the Imperial Treasury, for the purposes of construct­
ing Irrigation Works and a Harbour and Railway, as stated in the 
Colonial Loans Act, 1899, siims not exceeding in the whole the 
amount which by the said Act is authorized to be advanced to the 
Government of Cyprus. 

3. Any amount advanced by way of loan by the Treasury to the 
Government under the authority of the Colonial Loans Act, 1899, 
shall be appropriated and duly applied for the purposes for which 
the advance was authorized by the said Act, and for no other 
purposes.

(2.) In t e res t at such ra te as the Treasury fix on any such pay­
ments in a r rear . 

6. The H i g h Commissioner shall from t ime to t ime appropr ia te (™™^™ 
from general revenues the sums (so far as they are not provided for o{ interest 
by any special fund appropr ia ted to the purpose) which are requi red «ad loan. 
to meet ihe said year ly or hal f -year ly payments on account of the 
interest and the repayment of the pr inc ipa l of the loan, and on 
account of the interes t on such payments in a r rear , and shall r emi t 
the same to the Treasury in such m a n n e r as the Treasury de te rmine . 

7. The H i g h Commissioner shall from t ime to l ime appropr ia te ^p™a
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from the general revenues all amounts (so far as they are not tenance and 
provided for by any special fund appropr ia ted to the purpose) w o r k i ng-
which may appear to h i m io be necessary to defray the cost of the 
proper ma in tenance of the I r r i g a t i o n W o r k s , and of the proper 
main tenance and working of the E a i l w a y and H a r b o u r . 

8. The provisions of th is Law wi th regard to the c h a r g i n g of the ^ P P 1 ^ 0 ^ 
pr inc ipa l and interes t of loans and the paymen t thereof shal l app ly other than 
to any advances, other t h a n those authorized by the Colonial Loans *?s
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Act, 1899, which may hereafter be made by way of loan to the Colonial 
Government of the I s l and by the Treasury , and to the def raying of \^™ Act> 
the cost of the proper ma in tenance and working of any P u b l i c 
Works constructed from moneys so advanced.
