just, and any such order may be enforced in like manner as an order 
made by such Court in a cause depending in such Court. 

5. An order made under this Law shall be in the form provided in 
the first Schedule to this Law with such, variations as circumstances 
may require. 

6. The examination may be ordered to he taken before any fit 
and proper person nominated by the person applying, or before any 
advocate of the Supreme Court of Cyprus or such other qualified 
person as to the Court may seem fit.

7. It shall be lawful for every person authorized to take the exami­

nation of witnesses by any order made in pursuance of this Law to 
take all such examinations upon the oath of the witnesses or affirma­

tion in cases where affirmation is allowed by Law instead of oath to be 
administered by the person so authorized, and if upon such oath or 
affirmatiou any person making the same wilfully and corruptly give 
any false evidence every person so offending shall be deemed and 
taken to be guilty of perjury.

(a.) Every person whose attendance shall be so required shall 

be entitled to the like conduct money and payment for ex­

penses and loss of time as upon attendance at a, trial. 
(b.) livery person examined under any order made under this 

Law shall have the like right to refuse to answer questions

examination was made would be entitled to, and no person 
shall he compelled to produce under any such order as afore­

8. Unless otherwise provided in the order for examination, the 
examiner before whom the examination is taken shall on its com­

pletion forward the same to the Registrar of the Court, and on 
receipt thereof, the Registrar shall append thereto a certificate in the 
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form provided in the second Schedule to th is Law with such 
var ia t ions as ci rcumstances m a y require , duly sealed with the seal of 
the Court for use out of the ju r i sd ic t ion , and shall forward (he de­

positions so certified and the Commission Rogato i re or Let te r of 
Request , if any , to t he Chief Secretary for t ransmiss ion th rough the 
Secretary of State to the Fore ign Court or Tr ibuna l r equ i r ing the 
same. 

9. An order made under th is Law may if the Court shall th ink Procedure on 
fit direct t he said examina t ion to be taken in such m a n n e r as may 
be requested by the Commission Rogatoi re or Let te r of Request from 
the foreign Court or therein signified to be in accordance witli the 
pract ice or requi rements of such Court or Tr ibuna l or which m a y 
for t he same reason be requested by the appl icant for such order.
