and withdrawal of wines and spirits and prescribe penalties 
for the breach thereof.

and firewood, being the produce of Cyprus, is hereby 
prohibited V>rovided always tha t the High Commis­
sioner may Vuthorise such exportation by licence under 
his hand. 

(2) Any person exporting or a t tempt ing to export 
t imber, charcoal and firewood save as provided by 
this section shaM be liable to a penalty not ex­
ceeding one hundred pounds, and all such articles 
exported or a t tempted to be exported shall be liable 
to forfeiture.

Bark, tar, 32.—(1) The exportation^ of all bark, tar , pitch or 
resin a n d rosin, being the produce of CVprus, is hereby prohibited 

provided always tha t the High Commissioner may 
authorise such exportation by licence under his hand. 

(2)-Any person exporting or \ t t e m p t i n g to export 
bark, tar, pitch or resin save ks provided by this 
section shall be liable to a penalty\ not exceeding one 
hundred pounds, and all such articles exported or 
a t tempted to be exported shall be liable to forfeiture.
