(3) Any officer or other rank who is ordered to serve
or proceed on duty outside the Colony with another unit
or corps as aforesaid shall, without prejudice to any
benefits conferred by this Law, be entitled to receive such
pay, allowances and rations as are payable and issued to
officers and other ranks of equivalent rank in such other
unit or corps.”
