CONVENTION ON LONG-RANGE 'I'R.ANSBOU’NDARY
AIR POLI.UTION :

done at Geneva, on 13 November 1979
The Parties to the present Convention,

Determined to promo'te relations amd cb-operation in the field of
environmental prote_ction,

Aware ‘of the significance of the activities of the United Nations
"Econcmic Comissmn for Burope in strengthening. such relations amd co-opera.t:.ou,
particularly -in the f:.eld of air pollution includirg long-range transport of
air pollutants,

Hacog:izlg the contnbution of the Economc Comissmn for Europe to the.
miltilateral implementaticn of the pertinent provisions of the Final Act of
the . Con.ference on Secunty and Co-cperat.wn in Europe, .

) Cngrz’a.nt ‘of the references in the cl"apter on env:ronment of the Fmal Act
. of the Conference on Security and Co-operatiom in Europe calling for
co-cperation to control air pollution and its effects, including long-range
transport of air pollutants, and to the development through intermational
co-operation of an extensive programme for the monitoring ard evaluation of
long-range transport of air pollutants, starting with sulphur dioxide a.nd with
poss:.ble extension to other ponuta.nts,

Conszderlrg the pertinent provisicns of the Declaration of the
United Kations Confarence cr the Huran Environment, and in particular
principle 21, which expresses the common conviction that States have, in
accordance with the Charter of the United Nations and the principles of
internaticral law, the sovereigm right to exploit their own rescurces pursuant
to their own environmental policies, and the responsibility to ensure that
activities within their jurisdiction or control do not cause damege to the
environment of other States or of areas beyond the limits of national
Jurisdiction,

Recognizing the existence of possible adverse effects, in the short and
long term, of air pollution including transboundary air pollution,

Concerned that a rise in the level of emissions of air pollutants within
the region as forecast may increase such adverse effects, '

Recognizing the need to study the implications of the long-range transport
of air pollutants and the need to seek solutions for the problems identified,

Afirming their willingness to reinforce active international
co-operation to develop appropriate national policies and bty reans of exchenge
of information, consultation, research and monitoring, to co-ordinate naticnal
action for corbating air pollution including lorg-range transbourdary air
pollution,

Kave acreed as follows:
DEFINITIONS

Article 1
For the purpos=s of the present Convention:

(a) "air pollution" means the irniroduction by man, directly or indirectly,
of substances cr energy into the air resulting in deletericus effects of such a
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nature as to eniarger humzn heaith, harm living resources and ecosysiems am
paterial property and irmpair or interfere with emenities and cther legitimate
uses of the envirenzent, el "air pollutants” shall be consirued accor@ingly;

(b) "lons-ranse trensbrundary air pollution" means zir pollution whose
physical origin is situated whelly or in part within the zrea under the
national jurisdicticn of cone Sizte znd which has adverse effects in the area
unier the Jjurisdiction of ancther State 2t such a distance thzt it is not
generally possible to distingaish the contridbution of individual emission
sources or groups of sources. : :

FUIDAZNTLL PRINCIPLES

Article 2

The Contracting Parties, taking due account of the facts and problems
involved, are determined to protect man and his environment against air
pollution and shall endeavour to limit and, as far as possible, gradually
reduce and prevent air pollution including long-range transboundary air
pollution.

Article 3

The Contracting Parties, within the framework of the present Convention,
shall by means of exchanges of information, consultation, research and
monitoring, develop without undue delay policies and strategies which shall
serve as a means of combating the discharge of air pollutants, taking inte
acccunt effcrts alrezdy male at national and international levels.

Article 4

The Contracting Parties shall exchange information on amd review their
policies, scientific activities and technical measures aimed at conbating,
as far as pessible, the discharge of air pollutants which may have adverse
effects, thereby contributing to the reduction of air pollution including
long-range tramsboundary air pollution.

Article 5

Consultations shall be held, upon request, at an early stage between, on
the one hand, Contracting Parties which are actuslly affected by or exposed to
a significant risk of long-renge transboundary air pollution and, on the other
hand, Contracting Parties within which amd subject to whose jurisdiction a
significant contribution to long-range transboundaTy air pollution originates, -
or could originate, in connexion with activities carried on or contewplated
thérein. .

ATR QUALITY MANAGEMENT

Article 6

Tzkirg into account articles 2 to 5, the ongoing research, exchange of
informztion and monitoring and the resulis thereof, the cost and effectiveness
of local and oither remedies and, in créer to combat air pollution, in particular
that originating frop new cr rebuilt insizllations, each Contracting Party
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undertakes 1o develop the dbest policies znd strategies including air guality
riarzgerent systems and, as part of thex, control ceasures compatidle with
balanced developzent, in particular by using the best available technclogy which
is ecoromiczlly feasible and lew- and ncn-waste technology.

RESEARCH LD DEVELOFIENT

Article 7

The Contracting Parties, as appropriate to their needs, shall initiate
and co-operate in the conduct of research into and/or development of: ’

(a) existing and propesed technologies for reducing emissions of sulphur
compounds and other major air pollutants, including technical and economic
feasibility, and environmental consequences; :

(b) instramertatiorn and cther techniques for moritoring amd teasuring
erission retes and arbient cencentrations of air pollutants;

(¢) izproved rodels for a better understanding of the transmission of
lcrg-renge transboundary air poliutents;

(d) 1the effects of sulphur compourds and cther pajor air pollutants on
huzan health and the envirormernt, including agriculiture, ferestry, materials,
aguatic and other mzturel ecosysilems and visibility, with a view to
establishing & scientific besis feor d:se/effect relztionships designed to
protect the environrment;

(e) the economic, social and envirormental assessment of alternative
measures for attaining environmental objectives including the reduction of
leng-range transboundary air pollution;

(D) education and training progra=mes related to the environbental aspects
of polliution by sulphur ccrpsunds amd cther major air pollutants.

DPIZVENTATION AND FURTEER DEVELCFERT OF THE CO-CPERATIVE
PROSRASE FOR TXZ MONITORING AXD EVALUATION OF THE LONG—
RANGE TRANSMISSION OF ATR POLLUTANTS IN EUROFE

Article 9

The Contracting Parties stress the neced for the implementation of the
existing "Co-cperstive pregrarme for the monitoring and evaluvation of the
long-rarge transmission of air polluiants in Europe" (hereinafter referred to
as EMEP) and, with regard to the further development of this programe, agree
to emphasize:

{a) the Gesirability of Coniracting Parties joining in anmd fully

implerenting E}EP which, s a first step, is based on the monitoring of
sulphur dioxide and related substiances;

(b) the need 1o use compzrable or standardized procedures for ponitoring
whenever possible;

(c) the Gesirability of basing the ponitoring programme on the framework
of both naticnzl and international programmes. The estzblishment of monitoring
stations and the collection of dzta shall be carried cut under the nztional
Jurisdiction of tkhe country in which irhe monitoring stations are locaied;

« (d) the desirability of establishing a framework for a co-operative
envircrimental monitoring programme, based on and taking into account rresent
and future national, subregional, regionzl amd other intermational programmes;

(e) the need to exchange data on emissions at periods of time tc be
agreed upon, of agreed air pollutants, starting with sulphur dioxide, coming
from grid-units of agreed size; . or on the fluxes of agreed air pollutants,
starting with sulphur dioxide, across national borders, at distances and at
periods of time to be agreed upon. The method, including the model, used to
determine the fluxes, as well as the method, including the model, used to
determine the transmissien of air pollutants based on the emissions per grid-unit,
shall be made availadle and periodically reviewed, in order to improve the methods
and the models;

(f) their willingness to continue the exchange and periodic updating of
national data on total erissions of agreed air pollutants, starting with
sulphur dioxide;

(g) the need to provide meteorclogical and physico-cherical data relating
to processes during transmission;

(h) the need to monitor chemical components in other media such as vater,
soil and vegetation, as well as a similar monitoring programme to record
effects on health and environment;

(1) the desirability of extending the national EMEP networks to make them
operational for control and surveillance purpcses.

1/ The present Convention does not contain a rule on State liability as
to damage.
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EXECUTIVE BDY

Article 10

1. The representatives of the Contracting Parties shall, within the
framework of the Senior Advisers to ECE Governments on Environmental Prcblems,
constitute the Executive Body of the pressni Convention, and shall meet at least
annually in that capacity.

2. Th: Executive Body shall:
(2) review the implezentation of the present Convention;

(b) estzblish, as sppropriate, working groups to consider ratters
related 1o the implementation end development of the present
Conventicn and to this end to prepare appropriate studies and
other documentation and to submit recommendations to be
considered by the Executive Body;

(c¢) fulfil such other functions as may be appropriate under the
provisions of the present Convention.

3. The Executive Body shall utilize the Steering Body for the EMEP to
play an integral part in the operation of the present Convention, in particular
with regard to data collection and scientific co-operation.

4. The Executive Body, in discharging its functions, shall, when it deens
appropriate, alsoc make use of information from other relevant internmational
organizations.

SECRETARIAT

Article 11

The Executive Secretary ¢f the Economic Comeission for Eurcpe shall carry
ocut, for the Executive Body, the following secretariat functions:

{a) to convens znd prepare the meetings of the Executive Body;

(v) to transmit to the Contracting Parties reports and other information
‘received in accordance with.the provisions of the present Convention;

(c) to discharge the functions zssigned by the Executive Body.

ATIDMZNTS TO THE CONVENTION

Article 12
1. Any Comtrzcting Party may propose amendments to the present Convention,

2. The text of propesed amendnents shall be subzmitted in writing to the
Executive Secretary of the Econcmic Cormission for Europe, who shall ccrmunicate
them to all Coniracting Parties. Thes Executive Body shall discuss proposed
apendments at its next annual meeting provided that such proposals have been
circulated by the Executive Secretary of the Economic Cormission for Eurcpe to
the Contrecting Farties at least ninety days in advance.
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3. ir emendrent 10 the present Conventicn shall be adopied ty consensus
of the represeriatives of the Coriractiing Farties, and shzll enter into force
for the Cortracting Farties which Lave accepted it on the ninetieth day after
the date cn vhich two-thirds of the Contracting Farties have deposited their
insiruvments of acceptznce with the depositary. Therezfier, the ameniment shall
enter into force for any other Contracting Party on the ninetieth day after the
date on vhich that Contracting Party dzposits its instrument of acceptance of
the ameniment. '

SETTLEMENT OF DISFUTES

If a dispute zrises between two or more Contracting Parties to the present
Convention as to the interpretation or application of the Convention, they shzll
seek a sclution by negotiation or by any other method of dispute settlement
acceptable to the parties to the dispute.

SIGKRATURE

Article 14

1. The present Convention thall be cpen for signature at the
United Nations Office at Geneva frxm 13 to 16 Yovezber 1979 on the occasion of
the High-level Meeting within the fra=swork of the Econozic Cormission for Burope
on the Protection of the Envircnzent, by the menber Siates of the Economic
Cormission for Europe as well as States having consultative status with the
Economic Commission for Eurcpe, pursuvant to paragraph 8 of Economic ard Social
Council resolution 36 (IV) of 28 Merch 1947, amd by regional economic integration
organizations, constituted by scvereign States menbers of the Economic Commission
for Europz, which have competence in respect of the negotiation, comclusicn and
application of international agreements in matiers covered by the present
Convention.

2. In mziters within their cccpetence, such regicnal economic integration
organizations shall, on their own behalf, exercise the rights and fulfil ¢he
respensibilities which the present Cecnvention atiributes to their meober States.
In such cases, the mecher States of these organizations sh2ll not be entitled to
exercise such rights individually. ‘

RATIFICATION, ACCEPTANCE, APFROVAL AND ACCESSION

1. The pressnt Convernticn shall Tz subiszci to reiificstion, acceptence or
approval. '

2. The present Convention shall be open' for accession as froo
17 Noverber 1979 by the States and organizations referred to in article 14,
paragraph 1.

3. . The instruments of ratification, acceptance, appfoval or accession
shall be deposited with the Secretary-General of the United Faticns, who will
perform the functions of the depositary.
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ERTRY INTO FORCE

1. The present Convention shall enter into force cn the ninetieth day
after the date of deposit of the twenty-fourth instrument of ratification,
acceptance, approval or zccession.

2. For each Contracting Party which ratifies, accepts or approves the
present Convention or accedes thereto after the deposit of the twenty-fourth
instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession, the Convention
shall enter into force on the ninetieth day after the date of deposit by such
Contracting Party of its instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or

accession.

WITHDRAWAL

Article 17

At any time after five years from the date on which the present
Convention has ccme into force with respect to a Contracting Party, thet
Contracting Party may withdrew from the Cocnvention by giving written
notification to the depositary. Any such withdrawal shall take effect on the
ninetieth day after the date of its receipt by the depesitary.

FOR MONITORING AND EVALUATION OF TRE LORG-RANGE TRANSMISSION OF
AIR POLLUTANTS IN EURCPE (EMEP)

done in Geneva, on 28 September 1984

The Contracting Parties

Recalling that the Convention on Long-range Transboundary Air Pollution
(hereinafter referred to as "the Convention®™) entered into force on
16 March 1983,

Avare of the importance of the "Co-operative prograsme for the monitor!.ng
and evaluation of the long-range transmission of air pollutants in Europe®
(hereinafter referred to as EMEP), as provided for in Articles 9 and 10 of the
Convention,

COq!;izant of the positive fesults achieved so far in the implementation
of EMEP,

Recognizing that the implementation of EMEP has hitherto been made
possible by financial mearns provided by the United Nations
Environment Prograrme (UNEP) and by voluntary contributions from Governments,

Bearing in mind that since the UNEP contribution will continue anly until
the end of 196., and that since this contribution together with the voluntary
contributions from Governments have been inadeguate to support fully the EMEP
work plan, it will therefore be necessery to provide for Iong-tem funding
after 1984.

Considering the appeal of the Economic Commission for Burcpe to ECE
member Governments, contained in $ts decision B (XXXVIII), to make available,
on a basis to be acreed at the first meeting of the Executive Body for the
Convention (hereinafter referred to as the "Executive Body”), the financial
resources to enable the Execvtive Body to carry out its activities, in
particular as regards the work of EMEP,

Koting that the Convention does not contain any provisions for financing
EMEP and that it is, therefore, necessary to make appropriate arrangements
regarding thig matter,

Considéring the elerments to guide the drafting of a formal instrument
supplementing the Convention, as 1isted in recommendations adcpted by t.he
Executive Body at its first segsion (7-10 June 1983),

Rave ‘azeed as followss
Article 1
Definitions
For the purposes of the present Protocola

1, "UN assessment rate” means 8 Contracting Party's rate for the financial
year in question in the scale of assessments for the apportionment of the
experses of the United Nations.

2. "Firancial year™ means the financial year of the United Nations, and
~"annual basis™‘and "annual costs™ shall be construed accordingly.

3. "General Trust Fund” means the General Trust Fund for the Financing of
the Implementation of the Convention on Long-range Transboundary Air
Pollution, which has been established by the Secretary-General of the
United Nations, .

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4. "Geogrzphical scope of EMEP"™ means the area within which, co-oréinated by
the international centres of EMEP, &/ monitoring is carried out.

Article 2

Financing of EMEP

The fipancing of FMEP shall cover the annual costs of the i{nternational
centres co-operating within EMEP for the activities appearing in the work
programme of the Steering Body of EMEP. .

_Article 3
Contridbuvtiong

1. In acccrdance with the provisions of this article the financing of EMEP
shall consist of mandatory contributions, supplemented by voluntary
contributions. Contributions may be made in convertible currency,
non-convertible currency, or in kind.

2., Mandatory contributions shall be made on an annual basis by all
Contracting Farties to the present Protocol which are within the geographical
scope of EMEP. A

3. Voluntary contributions may be made by the Contracting Parties or
Signatories to the present Protocol, even if their territory lies outside the
geographical scope of EMFP, as well as, subject to .approval by the Executive
Body, on the recommendation of the Steering Body of EMEP, by any other
country, organization or individual which wishes to contribute to the work
programme.

4. The annval costs of the work programme shall be covered by the mandatory
contributions. Contributions in cash and in kind, such as those provided by
host countries for international centres, shall be specified in the work.
programme. Voluntary contributions may, subject to the approval by the
Executive Body, on the recommendation of the Steering Body, be utilized eithex
for reducing the mandatory contributions or for financing specific activities
within the scope of EMEP.

-5,  Mandatory and voluﬁtary contributions in cash shall be deposited in the
General Trust Fund.

Article 4

Sharing of costs

1. Mandatory contributions shall be made in accordance with the terms of the
Ennex to the present Protocol.

An annual budget for EMEP ghall be drawn up by the Steering Body of EMEP,

Article 6

Amendments to the Protocol

1. Any Contracting Party to the present Protocol may propose amendments to
it.

2. The text of proposed amendments shall be gubmitted in writing to the
Executive Secretary of the Economic Commission for Europe, who shall
communicate them to all Contracting Parties to the Protocol. The

Executive Body shall :lizcuss the proposed amendments at its next annual
meeting provided that such proposals have been circulated by the

1. The present Protocol shall be subject to ratification, acceptance or
approval by Signatories.

2. The present Protocol shall be open for accession as from S October 1984
by the States and Organizations referred to in Article 8, paragreph 1.

3. The instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession shall
be deposited with the Secretary-General of the United Nations, who will
perform the functions of the Jdepositary.

aArticle 10

Entry into force

1, The present Protocol shall enter into force on the ninetieth day
following the date on whicha :

{a) instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession have
been deposited by at least nineteen States and Organizations referred to in
article 8 paragraph 1 which are within the geographical scope of EM¥XP, and

(b) the aggregate of the UN assessment rates for such States and
Organizations exceeds forty per cent.

2. For each State and Organization referred to in article 8, paragraph 1,
which ratifies, accepts or approves the present protocol or accedes thereto
after the requirements for entry into force laid down in paragraph 1 above
have been met, the Protocol shall enter into force on the ninetieth day after
the date of deposit by such State or Organization of its instrument of
ratification, acceptance, approval or accession.

Article 11

Withdrawal
1. At any time after five years from the date on which the present Protocol
has come into force with respect to a Contracting Party, that
Contracting Party may withdraw from it by giving written notification to the
depositary. Any such withdrawal shall take effect on the ninetieth day after
the date of its receipt by the depositary.

2. Withérawal shall not affect the firancial obligations of the withdrawing
Party until the date on which the withdrawal takes effect.
