COOPERATION AGREEMENT IN THE FIELDS OF HIGHER EDUCATION
AND SCIENCES BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF
CYPRUS AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE STATE OF KUWAIT

The Government of the Republic of Cyprus and the Government of the State of
Kuwait (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”);

Desiring fo strengthen cooperation and exchanges in the field of higher education;
Recognizing the importance to further promote the mutual development of higher
education and science of the two States:

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Exchange of Students
The Parties shall encourage the exchange of scholarship students. The
international travel expenses jncurred shall be covered by the sending Party.
Details of the scholarships and application procedures shall comply with the
regulations of both States.

Article 2
Exchange between Higher Education Institutions
1. The Parties shall encourage the exchange visitations -of Higher Education
officials, academics, researchers, and educational delegates for the purpose of
strengthening the cooperation in various joint fields.

2. The Parties shall encourage and support their higher education institutions to
exchange information on teaching and research and co-host academic
Symposiums,

_ Article 3
l.anguage Teaching and Research
The Parties shall encourage and support their higher education institutions to offer
language courses and to conduct linguistic research in the other Parly’s language.

Article 4
Equivalency
The Parties shall exchange information related to equivalence and degrees
granted from them.

Article 5
Accreditation of Higher Education Institutions
The Parties shall exchange information related to the accreditation of higher
education institutions.
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Article 6
_ Amendment
This Agreement may be amended by the Parties’ mutual consent, expressad in
writing and communicated through diplomatic channels. Amendments to the
Agreement shall enter into force as provided for in paragraph 1 of Article 8.

Article 7
Settlement of Disputes

Any disputes arising between the Parties concerning the interpretation or
implementation of this Agreement shall be settled through consuliations and
negotiations

Article 8

Entry into Force and Termination

1. This Agreement shall enter into force from the date of receipt of the second
diplomatic note, by which the Parties nofify each other that their intemal
constitutional procedures for its entry into force have been completed.

2. This Agreement shall remain in force for a pericd of five years and it shall be
automatically renewed for successive periods of the same duration, unless either
Party, six months before the expiry of the initial five year period or of any
successive five year periods, notifies the other Parly in writing, through diplomatic
channels of its intention to terminate this Agreement.

3. The termination of this Agreement shall not affect the existing or ongoing
programs and projects untit completion, unless the Parties agree otherwise.

Done in Kuwait City on 8" October 2013, in two original copies, in Greek, Arabic
and English languages, all three texis being equally authentic. In the case of
divergence in the interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
