AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF CYPRUS

AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HASHEMITE KINGDOM OF JORDAN

ON COOPERATION IN FIGHTING TERRORISM, TRANSNATIONAL ORGANIZED

CRIME, ILLICIT TRAFFICKING IN NARCOTIC DRUGS, PSYCHOTROPIC

SUBSTANCES AND THEIR PRECURSORS, ILLEGAL IMMIGRATION AND OTHER

CRIMINAL OFFENCES
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The Government of the Republic of Cyprus and the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom

of Jordan (hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”);

Wishing to contribute to the development of bilateral relations;

Aware of the significant importance of cooperation and coordination of the efforts of
institutions which are responsible for maintaining law, security and public order,
prevention and fight against terrorism, organized crime and illicit trafficking in
narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their precursors, illegal migration and
other criminal offences;

Confirming their determination to combat terrorism;

Realizing that organized crime constitutes a serious threat for their development;
Concerned with the increase of illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs, psychotropic
substances and their precursors;

With intention to efficiently cooperate in the fight against illegal immigration and human
trafficking, aiming to coordinate their activities, having due regard to their international
commitments;

Respecting the principles of personal data protection in the course of their
automatic processing;

In conformity with their national laws;

Have agreed on the following:

Article 1
Subject of Cooperation

The Parties, respecting the national laws and international obligations of their
respective States, and in conformity with the provisions of this Agreement, shall
cooperate in the fight against terrorism, organized crime, illicit trafficking in
narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their precursors, illegal migration and
other criminal offences, through their respective Competent Authorities.
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Article 2
Competent Authorities

1. The Competent Authorities of the Parties responsible for implementing
the cooperation envisaged by this Agreement shall be the following:
(a) On behalf of the Government of the Republic of Cyprus:
-The Ministry of Justice and Public Order of the Republic of Cyprus — Cyprus Police.
(b) On behalf of the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan:
-The Ministry of Interior.
2. Each Party shall inform the other of the alterations in the list of persons
authorized by its Competent Authorities.
3. The Competent Authorities, acting within the framework of their powers and/or
competencies, shall cooperate directly and agree on the specific forms of

cooperation and the methods of communication between them.

Article 3
Areas of Cooperation

1. The Parties shall cooperate, in accordance with their respective
national legislation and the provisions of this Agreement in the prevention
and combating of the following crimes, provided that they constitute an offence in
both countries (dual criminality):

(a) terrorism and financing of terrorism;

(b) transnational organized crime;

(c) illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their precursors;

(d) illegal immigration;

(e) trafficking in human beings, especially women and children;

(f) illegal production, trafficking and possession of explosives, firearms and ammunition,
chemical, biological, nuclear and radioactive materials, goods and technologies with
possible binary application, military techniques, materials, equipment and
components, which can be used for weapons of mass destruction and other

dangerous devices;
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(g) smuggling of goods;
(h) financial operations and other activities relating to proceeds of crime (money
laundering);
(i) llegal trafficking in historical and cultural artifacts and all art works;
() cybercrime.
2. The Parties shall, by common approval and in conformity with their respective
national legislation, extend the areas cooperation envisaged by paragraph 1 of this Article

to other criminal offences, which are provided for in their national legislation.

Article 4

Forms of Cooperation

1. In order to achieve cooperation in the prevention and detection of criminal
offences in the areas defined by this Agreement, the Parties shall, in conformity
and/or subject to and insofar as their respective national legislation and/or obligations
under international law permit:
a. Exchanging information related to natural and legal persons involved in organized
crime and their connections, about criminal organizations and groups, typical attitude
of perpetrators and groups, facts, particularly ones related to the time, place and way
of committing criminal offences, objects of criminal offences, particular circumstances
and provisions of the criminal legislation that are being violated, and about measures
taken in order to prevent and suppress serious crime, involving either Party or their
nationals. Communicating, keeping and processing of Personal Data under this Article,
shall be subject to Article 8 of this Agreement.
b. Integrating and coordinating the identification, prioritization and implementation of
joint efforts between the Parties in the area of public security;
c. Managing of approved joint activities within the scope of this Agreement;
d. Establishing clear lines of communication and points of contact between the Parties
as part of an ongoing process of dialogue and partnership in pursuing common goals;
e. Sharing of Knowledge, experience, expertise, information and research and best
practices;
f. ldentifying and sharing of public safety concerns on the basis of threats, risk

assessment, priorities, vulnerabilities and consequences;

g. Facilitating technical and technological exchange of knowhow, including education,

training, exercise and procurement of equipment and services.

Article 5
Fight against Terrorism

1. In the area of the fight against terrorism, the Parties shall, in accordance with
and/or subject to their respective national legislation and/or obligations under international
law, duly exchange:
(a) experiences in prevention of and information on planned or committed terrorist
acts, their perpetrators, the methods and technical means used in those terrorist acts;
(b) information on terrorist groups, their financial resources and their members who
have committed, commit, and/or plan to commit criminal offences in the territory of
either Party at its prejudice and against its interests;
(c)  analytical and conceptual materials in order to fight terrorism.

Article 6
Fight against lllicit Trafficking in Narcotic Drugs,

Psychotropic Substances and their precursors

1. In the area of the fight against illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs, psychotropic
substances and their precursors and in accordance with and/or subject to their
respective national legislation and/or obligations under international law, the Parties
shall:
(a) exchange information and data on persons who participate in illicit trafficking in
narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their precursors, transportation routes,
means of transportation, equipment used and operational methods, origin
production and storing, as well as other details related to this type of crime, when
necessary for its detection;
(b) provide information on unusual and new methods and routes of illegal trade of

narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their precursors, as well as

experiences;
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(c) undertake coordinated measures to prevent illegal production and illicit
trafficking in narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their precursors;

(d) provide each other samples of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and
their precursors, raw materials and semi-finished products used for their production
if the Party who seized such materials deems it necessary, and/or if the other party
provides a request for samples of seized materials, according to the existing

legislation of the Party who seized the materials.

Article 7
Fight against Trafficking in human beings

and lllegal immigration

1. In order to suppress trafficking in human beings and illegal immigration, the Parties
shall exchange information, experiences and data derived from the activities in combating
trafficking in human beings and illegal migration, in accordance with and/or subject to
their respective national legislation and/or obligations under international law. In
particular, the Parties shall:

(a) provide each other with information on persons, organizers, perpetrators and
methods of criminal groups conducting organized illegal transfer of persons across the
state borders channels of illegal immigration, and especially data related to trafficking in
human beings;

(b) provide each other information on cases of forgery and use of false and forged travel
documents;

(c) exchange analytical and conceptual materials;

(d) exchange information on domestic regulations relating to movement and stay
of aliens; and

(e) exchange experiences, information, and visits in the area of combating trafficking

in human beings, and especially new forms of sexual exploitation.
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Article 8

Fight against Money Laundering and the Financing of Terrorism

The Parties shall, in accordance with and/or subject to their respective national
legislation and/or obligations under international law, cooperate in the identification,
tracing, search and seizure of the proceeds from crime for the purposes of the

prevention and suppression of money laundering and the financing of terrorism.

Article 9
Fight against Cybercrime

1. Both Parties, in their cooperation in respect of combating cybercrime, and, in
accordance with and/or subject to their respective national legislation, shall duly:
(a) exchange experiences and information about the types of cybercrime, the
methods used to commit cybercrime, cybercrime investigations, and the methods
used to combat cybercrime.
(b) without prejudice to the provisions of this Agreement, appoint a liaison officer
between the Parties’ respective States in the area of combating cybercrime, in

order to achieve urgent cooperation and exchange information.

Article 10
Conditions for Cooperation

1. Any information and/or assistance exchanged within the framework of this
Agreement, shall be submitted by the Competent Authority of the requested Party
upon the request of the Competent Authority of the requesting Party, in accordance
with and/or subject to the provisions of this Agreement.

2. The request for information and/or assistance shall be submitted in writing,
unless the Parties agree otherwise.

3. The Competent Authority of either Party may, at its own initiative, provide the
Competent Authority of the other Party with information and/or assistance that might
help it in detecting, preventing and/or clarifying a criminal offence if it considers that

the information and/or assistance in question is of interest to the other Party.
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4. The Competent Authority of the requested Party shall fulfill such request without
unreasonable delay. Additional information and/or assistance may be requested if

deemed necessary for the fulfillment of the request.

Article 11
Refusal of a Request

1. Each Party may refuse, wholly or partially, to provide information and/or
assistance, if:
(a) it has grounds to believe that fulfiling the request might threaten the
sovereignty, security, public order and/or any other important national interest; or
(b) the request cannot be fulfilled under its national legislation and/or its obligations
under international law; or
(c) the fulfillment of that request results in non-compliance with its national legislation
and/or obligations under international law.
2. In case of a refusal to provide the information and/or assistance provided for in
paragraph 1 of this Article, the relevant Competent Authority shall inform the other

Competent Authority in writing, stating the reasons for such refusal.

Article 12
Protection of information

1. Each Party shall ensure that the information exchanged pursuant to this
Agreement, except the information that has been marked “For public use”, shall be
classified at the appropriate level of protection, in accordance with and/or subject to its
national legislation.

2. The Parties shall exchange classified information pursuant to information in
accordance with its national legislation and procedures.

3. Transmission of information, materials, data and technical equipment shall not
be provided to a third party under this Agreement except with the written approval of

the Competent Authority of the providing Party.
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4, The Competent Authorities of the Parties shall, in accordance with and/or
subject to their respective national legislation and/or obligations under international law,
apply the following requirements for the protection of information and personal data:
(a) the Competent Authority of the requesting Party may use the information
and/or data solely for the purpose and under the conditions determined by the
Competent Authority of the requested Party;
(b) upon the request of the Competent Authority of the requested Party, the
Competent Authority of the requesting Party shall give information on the use of the
transmitted information and/or data and the results thus achieved;
(c) each Party shall submit information and personal data only to the Competent
Authority determined by the other Party;
(d) the Competent Authority of the requested Party is obliged to submit valid and
correct information and data. In the circumstances where either Party subsequently
ascertains that incorrect information and/or data has been transmitted to it, or
information and/or data has been transmitted by error and/or should not have been
transmitted, the other Party must be notified immediately. In the case where
incorrect information and/or data has been transmitted, the responsible Party shall
correct the errors. In the case where information and/or data has been transmitted
by error and/or should not have been transmitted, the requesting Party shall
immediately and permanently destroy such information and/or data and promptly
notify the requested Party in writing of such destruction.
5. When transmitting the data, the Competent Authority of the requested Party shall
notify the other Party for the destruction or removal of the information and/or data in
accordance with its national legislation. Regardless of the timeframe, information and
personal data must be destroyed or removed as soon as it is no longer needed. The
Competent Authority of the requested Party must be informed about the destruction
and the reasons for the removal of the transmitted information and/or data. In case of
termination of this Agreement, all data received on its basis must be destroyed.
6. The Parties shall have the obligation to record the transmission, receipt, removal
and destruction of information and personal data.
7. The Competent Authorities of the Parties shall take all the appropriate measures

for the security of the information and data and their protection against accidental or
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unlawful destruction, accidental loss, alteration, unauthorized dissemination and/or
access and/or publication and/or any other form of unlawful processing.

8. The Competent Authorities of the Parties shall ensure the protection of
information and personal data in accordance with and/or subject to their respective

national legislation and/or obligations under international law.

Article 13
Joint Committee

1. In order to achieve the cooperation set forth in this Agreement, a bilateral
committee shall be established consisting of representatives of the Competent
Authorities of the Parties, police officials, and experts in the areas covered by this
Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “Committee”).

2. Representatives of other ministries and departments could be invited to the
Committee meeting whenever appropriate.

3. The Committee shall meet when both Parties deem it necessary to review the
current state of cooperation provided for under this Agreement, or to address the
issues that need to be discussed on a high level representation.

4, In order to give a practical nature to the cooperation provided for under this
Agreement, special committees shall be formed, including senior officials tasked with a
thorough study of specific topics in cooperation.

5. The Committee shall meet alternately in the States of the Parties.

Article 14
Contact Points

The Ministers of the Competent Authorities of the Parties shall each appoint contact points

for communication with the other Party.
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Article 15
Costs

The Parties shall bear their own costs that might arise from this Agreement, unless the

Parties agree otherwise.

Article 16
Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute concerning the interpretation and/or application of this Agreement shall be
settled by way of consultations and negotiations between competent authorities of the

Parties as mentioned under Article 2.

Article 17

International Obligations

The provisions of this Agreement shall not affect the rights and/or obligations of the Parties
arising from other international treaties to which either or both are parties, as well as from

their membership to any international organisation.

Article 18

Entry into Force

This Agreement shall enter into force on the day of its receipt, through diplomatic
channels, of the last written notification by which the Parties inform each other that their
respective constitutional and/or internal legal procedures necessary for the entry into force

of this Agreement have been complied with.

Article 19

Duration and Termination

1. This Agreement is concluded for an indefinite period of time.
2. Either Party may terminate this Agreement by giving three months in
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advance, notice in writing through diplomatic channels to the other Party.

Article 20

Amendments

Any amendments to this Agreement shall enter into force in accordance with the

provisions of Article 18.

In witness and confirmation whereof, the representatives of the Parties, duly authorized

for this purpose by their respective Governments, have signed the present Agreement.

Done in duplicate at Amman on 14" April 2019, each in the Greek, Arabic and English
languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence in the interpretation of

the provisions of this Agreement, the English text shall prevail.
